Where?
In the Russell Student Center, upstairs.

When?
Orientation Day, the first day of school, and Monday and Tuesday of the following week (August 13, 9:15 to 4:00; August 14, 7:30 to 4:00; and August 20-21, 7:30 to 4)  
After August 21st  the Supply Store will resume normal hours and relocate to the Lower Level of the Student Center.

What?
Supply Lists are provided the morning of orientation so that you can purchase all of your needed school supplies in one place and benefit the school at the same time.  Cash and checks are accepted (credit cards are not accepted).  Accounts can be set up at the supply sale as well.  
Back by Popular Demand: 6th and 7th grade survival supply bags already assembled with just the basics.  These bags will be available beginning on Orientation Day at 9:15 am and will be available throughout the sale as long as supplies last.
Why?
The Supply Sale and Store are the major fundraisers for the Sandia Prep Parents Association--all the money goes back to the school.

SUPPLY STORE

Where?
In the Russell Student Center, on the main floor along the east wall.
When?
We’re open every school day from 7:45 to 3:45 PM.

What?
We sell all the supplies that Prep teachers want their students to have—and more—from basics like paper, poster boards, notebooks, pens, pencils, and markers, to calculators, compasses, sketchbooks, book covers, and even Kleenex tissues and chap stick.  And we sell them in just the quantity you need (instead of a box of 100).  Please note, however, that PE uniforms are handled by the Athletic Department. Novels for school are sold at the Used Book Sale in August and at Page One.
Why?
We’re convenient—located right on campus so students can get what they need quickly and easily.  (Parents: that’s one less trip to that big parking lot and those long checkout lines.) The proceeds all go to Sandia Prep.  The store is stocked and operated by volunteers from the Sandia Prep Parents Association, and the money generated by sales goes to fund many of the school’s programs (including Homecoming, Prom, Graduation reception, Grandparents’ Day and 8th Grade Dinner Dance) as well as such essentials as new equipment for classrooms,  outdoor benches, Student Center tables, and various endowments.  Isn’t this a better way to raise funds for the school than the more traditional (and tiring!) wrapping-paper, candy, magazine, and bake sales?
And…
You can even set up an account by bringing in cash or a check for whatever amount you want.  Students can then charge against the balance in the account, which makes it easy to take care of any emergency, last-minute purchases when wallets are empty.  We even notify you when the account is getting low. (No credit cards unfortunately.)
